 In Year 13 no subjects are compulsory, students should make sure that their course selection meets the requirements for University Entrance. 
 You must choose five full year courses. 
 Your selection of courses for 2010 should not be in isolation. Consider what you have studied already and where you are heading.   
 Ensure that you check the regulations regarding University Entrance and choose the appropriate courses accordingly. 
 Your careful consideration is required with option selection.  Changes later, while not impossible, may be difficult once classes are set. 
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NB:  Some courses may not run due to lack of numbers.  Your Dean will contact you if this affects your selected options. 

 
 
 Permission to enrol for a minimum of four courses will only be given to students who have chosen four approved University 

Entrance subjects, and requires the Headmaster’s signature.  Permission will only be granted in exceptional circumstances. 
This should be discussed with the Year 13 Dean at the start of 2010.
